Disassembling the Hurricane First Stage

1) Remove the plastic cap from the first stage. It will be necessary
to use a flat tip screwdriver to release the catches under the cap
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2) Steady the first stage by
securing it in a vise.

3) Use a Spanner wrench
to loosen the Intermediate
Housing.

Note; Use a steady even
Pressure when loosening
The cap
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Cap Adjusting Screw Push pad Spring

4) Remove the Cap, Adjusting screw. Push pad, and Spring
